Can Your Team Recognize a Scam?

These tips can help your staff be prepared in the event a scammer tries
to steal Lottery tickets.

P> BE ATTENTIVE! Pay attention during every transaction.
Accomplices can take advantage of a distracted clerk.

P> RECEIVE PAYMENT FIRST! Do not print or place tickets within
reach of customers until full payment is received. This can deter
a scammer’s attempts to leave without paying or to switch out
newly printed Draw Games tickets on the counter with older ones they
bring in. If this happens, it should be reported as theft.

P> NO CARD, NO SALE! Require customers to be in physical possession of their credit card in
order to use it for payment. If they are paying via cashless, confirm the payment
transaction is successful before providing any tickets.

P> CANCEL QUICKLY! Cancel tickets immediately if the customer leaves the store
without paying.

P> LOCK IT UP! Always lock unattended Lottery terminals, even if you only turn your back for
a moment.
